ROVER WATCH

Tranmere came crashing back down to earth in late-August, as four
straight winless games saw early optimism replaced by familiar
scepticism at Prenton Park. After taking 7 of the first 9 points to
start the season, Rovers managed to accumulate just 4 of the next
15, despite playing teams mired in the bottom ha{f of the formative
league table. Now, fans are once again restless, with Tranmere
already twelve points adrift of the only automatic promotion place
with just eight games played.

Somewhat ironically, this recent cycle of matches got off to a very
provocative start, as Gary Brabin's side cunjuret? an impressive
victory over Halifax, a battle-tested team with strong non- league
acumen. However, in hindsight, that encounter did show a few
signs of weakness for Rovers, who struggled for ﬂuidig ina game
ogsurprising skill. Halifax were agile, physically fit and more than
willing to work hard, which made for a tense match dominated by
midfield squabbles.

Yet with sixteen minutes remaining, the Tranmere fans among a
crowd of 5,235 roared their team forward. A long ball was knocEecl
down by Jonny Margetts, into the path of Liam Ridehalgh, who
took up a dangerous position as Rovers worked a 3-on-3 situation.
The probing left winger committed one Halifax defender, allowing
Andy Manqan to exploit the space in behind. Ridehalgh teased a
delicate ball through to the deadly striker, who swooshed the ball
home instinctively, gifting Tranmere a vital victory as Prenton Park
was bathed in an outpouring of relief.

That jubilation made the subsequent embarrassment even harder to
swallow. On 22nd Auqust, Tranmere suffered perhaps the warst one-
off result in the club's 131-year history, losing at home to the part-
timers of Boreham Wood. The historical significance of the result was
shocking enough, but the manner in which Rovers performed was
totally unacceptable. Boreham Wood, a team that trains just twice per
week and has some players who work everyday jobs to earn a living,
were fitter, shar erandrwngrierthanTranmere.andthe result was a
fair reflection of a frustrating game.

On 58 minutes, the visitors made their breakthrough. The ball fell in
midfield with no Tranmere player within ten ry]ards_ Boreham Wood
swarmed into possession and shifted play to the wing, where a cross
was delivered deep into the box. Lazy defending from Rovers allowed
Graeme Montgomery to gather the loose ball, take a touch and rifle
beyond Scott Davies atthe Kop end of Prenton Park.

Naturally worried by such a lapse, Tranmere did make an effort to get
back into the game, but their attempts were all a little too desperate,
and the visitors stood firm before springing for a 92nd minute sucker
punch that killed the game off. It was a sad sight to see the players
of Boreham Wood celebrating in a heap on tﬁe Prenton Parﬁ pitch
having emphatically beaten Tranmere Rovers in a league match.
Thousands of fans ﬁocked for the exits, disconsolate following such
astartling defeat.

Nonetheless, many of those same supporters journeyed to Altrincham
a week later in the perpetual, ceaseless hope that defines Wirral's
finest sports club. Tranmere fans filled two stands at the rudimentary
Moss Lane ground; perhaps as many as 1,500 travelling from
Merseyside as part of a 2,460 attendance. Once again, the magnet
for such devotion, Tranmere Rovers, let them down in t pical style,
with another miserable performance worsening the club’s plight.

Brabin decided to use just three defenders at Altrincham, a ploy
that failed almost immediately, when the hosts’ George Bowerman
rammed home unopposed fol*owing a smart save from Davies. Any
Tranmere game plan was ruined after barely seven minutes, and it
showed. From there, the Superwhites had plentf of possession,

but it was in a slow, plodding and lackadaisical manner that lacked
agenuine purpose.

After 29 minutes, Altrincham pounced on an awful, thoughtless
pass out of defence from Marcus Holness, and quickly shifted into
another gear Rovers didn't possess. Awhipped cross allowed Michael
Rankine to leap uncontested and head easily into the net, doubling
Altrincham'’s lead, doubling Tranmere’s despair.

In the second half, Rovers once again huffed and puffed, but any
tangible momentum wasn't forthcoming. The introduction of new
signing Marlon Jackson, a paceg winger, and Mané;an gave the
team more thrust and quile, and Louis Maynard did notch a late
cancellation, but it was all too little, too late for Tranmere, as the
masses trudged back to Birkenhead fully alert to the vagaries of life
in the fifth tier of English football.

Rovers' rude awakening to the National league continued just
two days later, when Kidderminster Harriers forced an unlikely 22
draw on Bank Holiday Monday at Prenton Park. Tranmere actually
played really well in the first half, with a fast tempo and attacking
imagination evident, and the hosts scored twice in the space of six
minutes, through Liam Hogan and another sumptuous strike from
Mangan, to create a decent two-goal cushion at half-time.

However, in the second period, another capitulation took centre
stage, as Rovers threw away two more invaluable points and slipped
further behind their main promotion rivals. There was a lull in the
game after an hour, and a sense of grim foreboding cloaked Prenton
Park, with fans becoming nervous. The home team lost rhythm and
Kidderminster grew in confidence.

Then, on 84 minutes, Hogan was shy in a challenge, allowing the
opposing winger in behind the Rovers rearguard. Gurjit Singh
scored for the visitors, who pushed even further forward in search
of an equaliser. Tranmere fans became increasingly distressed,
as their team dropped deeper and deeper. They had all seen this
movie before, countless times. In the 91st minute, the hammer blow
arrived, somewhat inevitably. A deep cross was headed down into
the Rovers area, where Kidderminster's Reece Styche was allowed to
control and plunder the ball home, earning & point for the valiant
Harriers as boos echoed around the stadium.

Tranmere were no better five days later away to Welling United. For
a nationally televised game beginning at 12.30pm, Rovers took
a tremendous amount of diehard supporters on the long joumey.
Once again, they bore witness to a lacklustre performance, with the
ball bobbling anut uncontrollably in a typical non-league battle.
Following an abject first half, Tranmere did score through Louis
Maynard early in the second period, only to throw the points away
again after 87 minutes, when Sam Corne, the lithe Welling captain,
fizzed a thirty yard firecracker into the top corner. By that paint, Rovers
were down to ten men following the dismissal of Ritchie Sutton, but
Welling fully deserved their point, which is a damning assessment
of Tranmere.

The recent downturn leaves Rovers in tenth place, adrift of the
playoff places and barely within sight of the league’s sole automatic
Fromotion spot. Yes, only eight games have been played, but this
eaque is merciless for those aimmgl: for the title. The champions can
typically afford only & handful of slip-ups, so Tranmere are already
running out of lives. After a summer of change and optimism, Rovers
are once again closer to the relegation zone than the automatic
promotion slot, as fans ask if the nightmare will never end.

Spring clean your greenhouse in autumn

Tidy Borders

Dig up annuals and add them to the compost heap. You can replant your
beds with winter bedding such as pansies, bellis daisies and wallflowers
fora colourful display next spring.

Autumn provides an ideal opportunity to move poorly placed plants, and
divide overcrowded perennials while the soil is still warm. Cut back faded
perennials to Scm above ground level, but don't be too tidy. They will also
provide shelter for overwintering insects. Once your borders are clean and
tidy, spread a thick layer of compost, bark chips or well rotted manure
across them. Don't worry about digging it in - let the worms do the hard
work for you.

Plant evergreens

Evergreens form the backbone of the garden, providing structure and (ear
round interest, so the more evergreens in your garden, the better it will look
in winter! With warm soil and cooler conditions, autumn is the perfect time to
fill those gaps in your borders. Sarcococca and Daphne will bring glossy green 2
leaves and beautifully fragrant flowers in the depths of winter while the rest
of your garden is dormant. For an elegant larger shrub try spring flowering
Camellias or Fatsia forits large architectural foliage.

For a more formal look, why not invest in some box or yew topiary. Lonicera
nitida, Bay and Holly can also be clipped into formal shapes and make excellent
evergreen hedges too.
